Memorial Day Weekend 2026 

Uniform: White shirt, black trousers with VFW or Auxiliary cap. If you don’t have the shirt or trousers, 
the cap alone is appropriate. 

Saturday, May 23, 2026 
Meet: Junior Mechanics Cemetery (Carranza Road) at 0945. Service there, then lead the parade into 
Tabernacle and conduct a second service at Town Hall. Convoy to seven separate cemeteries for 
services, then return to the Post. 

Sunday, May 24, 2026 
Meet: Peacock Cemetery (junction of Chairville Road and Route 70) at 0830. Services at four separate 
cemeteries and participation in the Indian Mills Memorial Day Parade. Breakfast provided by the Indian 
Mills Volunteer Fire Company at Mighty Joe’s (Route 206). 

Monday, May 25, 2026 
Meet: Freedom Park parking lot (near the skateboard rink) at 1030. Lead the Medford Memorial Day 
Parade and conduct services at the Main Street monuments, Freedom Park, and the Post Home. Our 
firing party will also fire the salute for the Lumberton Memorial Day Parade. 

Details 

1. A service consists of a prayer, placing a wreath, rifle salute, and the playing or singing of Taps. 

2. We will require a total of eight wreaths (5 for the Post and 3 for the Auxiliary). Wreaths on hand 

no later than Friday, May 22, 2026. 

3. Wreaths will be pre-positioned at the Post, Town Monument, and Freedom Park prior to 

Monday’s ceremonies. 

4. Flags and rifles will be brought to all ceremonies. 

5. We will need our chaplain, rifle shooters, and flag bearers. 

6. Ceremonies will go on rain or shine.
